The creation of a sensuous, functional and symbolic garden of aromatic herbs immersed in one of the most beautiful spots in the Slovenian Carso  will bring you into contact with a stimulating multicultural environment of cooperation, reconnect you with the cycles of nature and enable you to provide herbs for your family's daily needs.  





This course provides an alternative to the pervasive habit in the modern world of caring for ourselves with expensive commercial activities and chemical solutions that feed our need for contact with nature and authentic products but deliver no authentic experience.





You will work in small groups, under the supervision of expert docents, to plant and nurture your aromatic plants throughout their natural growth cycles, protect them from disease using strictly ecological methods, respect and explore their relationship to the land and sky around them and keep them strong so that they in turn will nurture you and sustain you.





You will put into practice the principles of garden design and strictly ecological techniques of cultivation without compromising the integrity of local traditional methods. Through the study of everything from plant classification, soil composition and propagation techniques to foraging for wild herbs and folklore, with practical lessons on the culinary, medicinal, cosmetic and creative uses of herbs, we will lay the foundations for making aromatic herbs an integral part of your lives. 





All participants and their friends and family will have free access to the gardens every day throughout the duration of the course.  The 10 practical lessons, to be held on Sunday mornings (weather permitting), will be supplemented by group outings and social gatherings.  Participants will have the option to continue cultivating the land in successive years.
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
